From the Editor

We’ve not had an editorial in a month or so and
there is a Lodge problem that has been
bothering me for sometime. I feel that if I do

not speak out, then I am part of the problem. What follows
is my own personal opinion and may or may not reflect
your opinion or that of others. I don’t care! This is my
opinion and if I offend some of you, and I hope I do, please
meet with me and we can discuss your opinion or better yet
I will be happy to publish your opinion at any time. If you
are not offended but disagree with my opinion, the same
offer holds.

The problem I’d like to address is “The Abuse of the
Ballot Box.” This is not a problem unique to this Lodge. It
is a problem throughout Masonry. It appears that we have
had, have, and in all probability will continue to have,
brethren who pick and choose what parts of their obligation
to their brothers, to the Grand Lodge, and to Masonry in
general, with which they are willing to comply.

Masonry is not a “pick and choose” commitment. Masonry
is like pregnancy, you either are or you’re not.  You are
either a Mason or you are not. When you take the
obligations of the three degrees, you are committing to be
either all in or all out. 

Masonry accepts good men and gives those men the tools
to make themselves better men. Unfortunately, there is no
way to insure the proper use of those tools. There are men
today that insist that the pliers is the proper tool for
removing a nut or pulling a bent nail and the screwdriver is
the perfect prying tool.

There has never been an investigative tool to allow us to
look into a man’s heart. We have to accept men who appear
to be “good men” on the best information we have. There
will always be men who mask their true selves. We hope
we can discover them before they cause the Lodge, the
Grand Lodge and Masonry in general any damage.

The investigating committee, the request for objections
before the acceptance of the application or the similar
request before the ballot is taken, and before the conferral
of a degree are steps to allow the brethren of a Lodge to
express themselves as to the fitness of an applicant or
candidate for the Degrees of Masonry.

When I hear the report on an applicant being returned as
“Full and Favorable,” there is no objection raised, and the
applicant is still rejected at the ballot box, I get furious. If
there is an objection to the applicant, the brother with the
objection should bring it to the Master or the Lodge. Hiding
behind the Ballot Box is, in my opinion, an act of
cowardice and a violation of the basic principles of
Masonry. If you think your objection valid and the strength
of your convictions tells you that the applicant is not a man
worthy of membership in the Masonic fraternity, why
would you not express your objection to the Master and
save him and the Lodge the time and embarrassment of
holding a ballot.  If your objection is a personal one, discuss
it with the Master. I will say again, “Hiding Behind the
Ballot Box Is an Act of Cowardice and a Violation of the
Basic Principles of Masonry.”

The Junior Warden

His station is in the South, reached by one step. His
seat is representative of one once occupied by The
Master Builder. 

A sheaf of wheat is displayed over his station. 

His jewel is the Plumb, which teaches Rectitude of
Conduct. 

The color of his station is Blue, denoting Beauty, Fidelity,
Truth, Eternity and Friendship. 

He carries the column of Corinthian. 

His duties are second only to the WM in quantity. 

� manager of entertainment 

� counselor and advisor 
� supervisor of morals 
� admonisher to erring members 
� prosecutor during trials 

He is to conduct personal investigation into all charges
against a member. Should the charges prove factual, he is
to prepare written charges for presentation to the Lodge, in
a regular meeting. 

Prior to presenting charges to the Lodge, the WM should be
consulted and informed of the severity, thereby allowing
time for the WM to give private thought and consideration.
Like any other Lodge business, these charges can only be
read at the Will and Pleasure of the WM 

In the absence of the WM and the SW, the Junior Warden
shall open the meeting. Unlike his two seniors, he can not
open the Lodge from the East. He must do so from the
South. Once the meeting is opened, it is his choice to
preside, or call on a Past Master to do so. At the start, he
should have begun making himself familiar with Lodge, his
tenure, and procedure. 

He is a member of the Grand Lodge.
